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Charleston Southern University (CSU) accepts transfer credit from other institutions of higher education based on the 

(2) the comparability of the nature, content, and level of the learning experience to that offered by CSU; and 
(3) the appropriateness and applicability of the learning experience to the programs offered by CSU, in light of the 

student’s educational goals (i.e. choice of degree program). 
 

The first of the above considerations primarily deals with accreditation. CSU will accept transfer credit issued by 
institutions academically accredited through the Southern, Western, Northwest, New England, North Central, or Middle 



IV. Graduate programs set their own rules for accepted transfer credit hours allowed as noted under each program in 
the CSU Graduate Catalog.  However, note that in no circumstance may that program accept more than 66% of 
the credit hour required for that program; in all cases more than one third (defined here as 34%) of credit hours 
must be earned in the Charleston Southern program.
